   The POW/MIA FOIA LItigation Accounts second FOIA case had a status hearing today in U.S. District Court before Judge Kennedy. The CIA has been trying to charge us $700,050 in search fees. After days of negotiation the CIA has decided to waive most of the $700,050. They are agreeing to do a new document search at no cost on most of the 7 FOIA item categories before the court. They are still trying to avoid items 1 and 2 that includes POWs sent to China, Russia, etc. but Jim Lesar our lawyer isn't giving in on that. Accuracy in Media (AIM) that joined this case also contends that they are not part of the first case so any judgements against the POW/MIA FOIA Litigation Account does not apply to them, and they want those Documents. Judge Kennedy stated he wants all of the recent agreements in writing by May 26, 2006, and has set a new status hearing for July 6, 2006.
