UPDATE

The US District Court of Appeals for the District of Columbia heard oral arguments in the case of appellant Roger Hall Vs the CIA on November 8, 2005. The court will hand down its decision in 30 – 90 days. 

In an attempt to moot the case the CIA released 102 documents, for which they had previously charged Hall $10,900, waiving all charges in their attempt to have the case dismissed. These documents contained previously released information and ignored identified search areas. The CIA FOIA Office only supplied different dated copies of previously released POW/MIA information at Halliburton prices of over $100/document each.

        In August 2000 the U.S. District Court revealed that the CIA does have information on the last known location of at least one live POW/MIA; and that there is a vast number of documents still classified that were even withheld from the Senate Select Committee on POW/MIA Affairs. 

        Some people and organizations think we should wait until the first case is completed before filing the second. The CIA tried to offer a settlement in 2003 that would have given a large number of documents, but I would have to had agreed not to re-file FOIA cases again on POW/MIA documents. I could not do that knowing of the remaining relevant documents they would still hide and hold back.

The Justice department has a conflict of interest in defending government departments and agencies while being charged will over sight of the Freedom of Information Act. There is a further conflict of interest of the CIA in its multiple tasking, from its many customers, the results of which keep POW/MIA information withheld to protect national security matters of foreign trade, treaties, among others at the cost of releasing the information. The timely release of POW/MIA information would be used to negotiate for the return of surviving POW/MIAs without reprisals.  Rendering the CIA dysfunctional with respect to POW/MIAs. However we must work in this arena/venue.
